	教学过程及内容
	Step Ⅰ Lead-in
1. Play a song from Zootopia (Try Everything by Shakira);
Have you heard this song before?
Which movie is the song from?
Do you still remember the characters in this movie?
What do they have in common?
   (Lead to the subject: animals)
2. Show some pictures of national symbols.
Guess the name of these animals and think when we see them, which countries come to your mind?
Which animal is the national symbol of China?
Why are pandas the national symbol of China?
(Lead to the subject: pandas)

Step Ⅱ First reading
Students skim the whole paragraph, think about the following questions, then the teacher leads students to figure out what aspects are these questions about.
Q: Are there many baby pandas?
A: Pandas don’t have any babies and baby pandas often die.
It’s about the reproduction.
Q: Where do pandas live?
A: Pandas live in the forests and mountains of Southeast China.
It’s about the habitat.
Q: What do pandas eat?
A: Each panda needs to eat a lot of bamboo every day.
It’s about the food.
(The life habits of pandas)

Step Ⅲ Reading the first paragraph
1. Students read the paragraph (speed-reading);
What aspect is the paragraph about?
How many pandas are there in the wild?
How many pandas are there in the zoos and research centers?
(The situation of pandas)
2. [bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Ask students to think the function of the numbers in the first paragraph of the passage.
Q: Why does the writer start the passage with the numbers?
A: The writer wants to tell us the urgency to protect pandas.

Step Ⅳ Second reading
1. Students read the passage again and find out the reasons why pandas are in danger;
Q: Why are pandas in danger?
A: Pandas are in danger, because:
Pandas do not have many babies, and baby pandas often die;
The bamboo forests are getting smaller, so pandas are losing their home.
2. Ask students to think about which life habit do these reasons relate to.
Q: What life habits of pandas are the reasons about?
A: The first one is about difficulty in reproduction
   The second one is about habitat and food loss.
(The problems pandas are facing)

Step Ⅴ Third reading
1. Students read the passage again and think who is helping solve the problems pandas are facing and what are they doing;
Q: To help pandas, who is helping and what are they doing?
A: To solve the problem of difficulty in reproduction, scientists are doing a lot of research’
To stop panda’s habitat and food loss, the government is setting up nature parks and developing other plans.
When the government keeps on doing, there will be more bamboos to feed pandas. And pandas in the zoo may go back to live in the nature parks.
2. Ask students to think who else is helping;
Q: Besides scientists and government, who else is helping?
A: As a public organization, WWF chose the panda to be its symbol and it is working hard to save them.
3. Guide students to work in pair and think as a teenager what can we do to help pandas;
Q: Besides scientists, government and WWF, who else can helping?
A: We. (teenagers)
Q: As a teenager, what can we do to help pandas?
A: Donate, raise public awareness, be a volunteer, refuse to buy animal products, etc.
(The solutions to help pandas)
4. Review the structure of the endangered pandas.
Introduction: life habit + situation;
Reasons/problems: reproduction, habitat, food
Solution: scientists, government, organization, teenagers

Step Ⅵ Making a speech
1. Show the topic;
Students are going to make a speech to introduce the endangered pandas for the WWF’s website.
2. Show the structure of the speech;
Student 1: introduction (life habit + situation)
Student 2: problem 1 + solution 1
Student 3: problem 2 + solution 2
Student 4: conclusion (as a teenager, we can/I think)
3. Give students time to decide the division of work;
Teacher gives students 30s to decide their division of work;
Teacher check if students have finished.
The introduction one, raise your hands.
The conclusion one, raise your hands.
The rest will be problem 1 and problem 2.
4. Give students time to prepare and practice the speech.
5. Invite some groups to show their speech.

Step Ⅶ Conclusion
Show the progress we have made in panda protection.
With our help, the population of giant pandas rises from 1596 in 2004 to 1864 in 2014. 
The IUCN reclassified the panda from endangered to vulnerable.
Work together, we can save more endangered animals.
